Katsugi Oke Daiko - Hiro Hayashida sensei (ten year KODO performer): where you will spend time 
on the most basic yet the most important beating techniques; How to produce loud sound, sharp sound 
easily, how to produce good rhythm, and how to beat oke daiko satisfactorily.

Hachijo Daiko –San Francisco Taiko  Dojo:  Learn the fluid and graceful style of Hachijo combined 
with the power and strength synonymous with San Francisco Taiko Dojo.  As the only master with 
expressed permission to carry on the teachings of this song localized on the island of Hachijo, Japan, 
Tanaka sensei blends the two elements into a new song and style of his own to share with participants.
